“Two Hours For The Master” 

 
The name of the program is “Monday Night For The Master”.  Some may be intimidated by 
the suggestion that they give up an entire evening!  So let us clarify things a bit: We’re only 
asking for two hours.  (Maybe a little less.) 
 
Monday Night For The Master (MNFTM) has been a feature of Central’s efforts since 
September 10, 2001.  Dozens of Christians have participated during that time, and virtually 
everyone has had good things to say about the opportunities presented.  We’d like for you to 
personally experience it, too. 
 
What will you find if you come to MNFTM?  Here’s a quick profile: 
- 6:00 p.m. – A prayer of thanksgiving is offered for the food that has been prepared, 

and the eating and the fellowship begin.  The meals are home-cooked and delicious, 
and you won’t be asked to pay a dime!  (Where are you going to beat that?!) 

- 6:30 – A brief devotional is offered by some of the men present.  A five-minute lesson 
from God’s word brings our focus back to the importance of what we’re about to do. 

- 6:40 – The group breaks up and participants choose from among various activities.  
Some will write cards to visitors, sick, shut-ins, etc.  Others will make telephone calls.  
Some will make visits to people who have visited our assemblies, to new members, to 
members in the hospital, etc., and others will choose to work on classroom curriculum 
or World Bible School lessons.  A few will wash dishes or sweep the floors. 

 
As you can see, there is something for everyone.  If you want to give something back to 
Christ, you’ll find opportunities here on Monday evenings.  And you’re only being asked 
to give two hours. 
 
The program returns from winter break tomorrow evening at 6:00.  Why not come and 
give it a test drive?  If you’re a former participant, come back and join us again.  You don’t 
even have to come out every Monday night.  In joining your efforts with others to help 
someone, you’ll actually be helping yourself. 
 
“Two Hours On Monday Night For The Master” – the name is too long for us to use on a 
regular basis.  But that’s really what this program is all about.  Come join us tomorrow 
evening!
