Have you ever been to a foreign country where English is not spoken? The problems of 
finding a location, a restroom, ordering a meal can be intimidating and seemingly impossible. 
Imagine trying to live and work in that country. Then think about finding a friend who will 
help you with the language and be there for other questions and problems that come up. 
 
Beginning this fall, we want to begin a new program here at Central called “FriendSpeak”. 
This program is an exciting and easy way to make friends in an International community 
while sharing the Gospel with them. 
 
English is a difficult language for people who come to this country, and those who come to 
this country to work or study always want to improve their English skills. FriendSpeak 
provides the Church with an opportunity to help these persons by using Bible lessons and the 
“Easy to Read” Bible. The Church member and the person meet together one-on-one to study 
the lesson. At Central, we will be using a series of three books, using passages from Luke, 
John and Acts. In addition, the International students will get a copy of the Bible to expand 
on the lesson passages and to continue study after the books. The lessons guide the student 
through the life of Christ, His teachings, and His mission as recorded by Luke and John and 
then the spread of the church in Acts. 
 
FriendSpeak is also about making friends, learning about other cultures, and, most 
importantly, showing Christianity by being helpful to someone new to this country. 
Participants are encouraged to meet socially for meals, etc. and to help them with the cultural 
differences of life here.  
 
The rewards for the Church member are tremendous. In a very casual, relaxed way, you are 
leading a soul to know Christ and showing Christians to be caring, helpful people. You will 
find yourself looking forward to the time to read the Bible together. Furthermore, you will be 
learning about life and people in another part of God’s world. This will make you thankful to 
God for the blessings and the freedoms we have in this country.  
 
To participate in FriendSpeak is to show Christianity to another person. It is to be a good 
friend and helper to someone who can feel lost and overwhelmed in a new environment 
where people speak a different language. But God’s message is a constant for all time and all 
people. Through FriendSpeak you can be used by God to bring a soul to Christ who may go 
back to their home and touch countless lives with the Gospel.
